Tardy 

Shiloh SDA School tardy policy has been developed to emphasize the importance of each student being in the classroom for the entire day, as well as arriving on time to school every day. Tardiness interrupts the classroom environment and interferes with the learning of other students. Learning the responsibility of getting to school on time is preparing students for success. 
	
In our school, instructional time is viewed as a precious resource. Consequently, we view chronic tardiness, chronic absentees and excessively leaving early as serious problems. 
	
The teacher is not obligated to give the student the makeup work if tardy and absentees are unexcused. As a parent, I am sure you do not want your child to receive a zero on any assignment. Over-sleeping, carpool trouble or any other “personal” reason will not be excused. Excessive tardiness and absentees will affect entrance for the next school year.

Tardiness is excusable by school official under the following circumstances:
1. Court Appointment
2.  Personal illness of the student
3.  Serious illness or death in immediate family
4. Student has a doctor/dentist/professional appointment (must have a note)
5. Family emergencies

Early child Pick Up Charges
	Cost:
10 Tardies = $10.00
10 Early Pick Up =$10.00
	A student who is tardy or picked up early more than 9 times in a quarter will be billed. Every tardy or early pick up over 10 will incur an additional $1 charge.



School begins at 8:15am daily. If a student arrives after 8:20am, they are considered tardy.
School dismisses at 3:15pm (Monday-Thursday) and at 2:15pm on Friday.
